Restaurant and Public Lodging Policy for Conducting Re-inspections

and Charging Re-inspection Fees

Re-inspection fees shall be charged to facilities that require a second re-inspection to determine compliance with the Wisconsin Food Code. The re-inspection fee shall be assessed to a facility with the inspection that generates a written order and has not been corrected upon the follow-up inspection.

I.
Re-inspections shall be conducted for the following situations:

A. Uncorrected critical violations
B. More than 10 total violations

C. Repeat violations from previous inspections

D. Major non-critical violations
E. Complaint investigation identifies unsatisfactory conditions
II.  
Re-inspection fees will be charged to a facility at the re-inspection when written
orders are issued.  Written orders (for re-inspection fees) shall be issued as follows:

A.   
After a facility is found to have a critical violation or a major non-critical
violation, a recheck inspection determines whether or not the violation has been corrected.  If the violation has not been corrected in the time allowed and an agreement has not been reached to extend the compliance time with the sanitarian PRIOR to the compliance date, a written order is issued.

B.  
A written order is issued if more than 10 total violations have been found during a 
       
routine inspection.
C.  
Complaint investigation identifies unsatisfactory conditions that require a re-
inspection (i.e., critical violations I(A), major non-critical violations, or repeat violations from previous inspections)
D.  
If repeat violations are found during a routine inspection (i.e. they have not been
corrected since the last routine inspection) a written notice is issued.

III. Facilities will be billed the re-inspection fee and will have until the 15th of the following month to pay.  The bill will include an invoice with the amount of the re-inspection fee.  
IV. Facilities with unpaid re-inspection fees at the end of the permit year will not be issued an annual permit until overdue re-inspection fees are paid.

V. Enforcement Conferences shall be held after a third re-inspection of a facility.

VI. Citations, in addition to re-inspection fees, can be issued to facilities out of compliance after three re-inspections.
VII. The re-inspection fee shall be $100.00.
